PROCEDURE, NO DAMAGE WAS INCURRED ON THE AIRCRAFT. 3. THE ORIGINAL CRASH FACTS
INDICATED THAT THAT THIS MISHAP WAS AN INCIDENT.\\

Recommendations

1. THE AFFECTED ENGINE BE EIR'D TO DETERMINE THE SOURCE OF THE FUEL LEAK. 2. THE
IMPORTANCE OF KNOWING AND EXECUTING PROPER EMERGENCY PROCEDURES QUICKLY
BE DISSEMINATED TO ALL PILOTS. 3. DUE TO THE LACK OF ANY DAMAGE TO THE AIRFRAME,
THIS MISHAP SHOULD BE DECLARED A FORCED LANDING.\\
